Explore the 16,000-seat Greek theatre, carved out of solid
rock, one of the largest of its kind in the world and still in use today; Enter the ARCHAEOLOGICAL
SITE for a guided visit of the 5th century BC sparkling-white Greek Theater, the Garden of Paradise,
the Ear of Dionysus (an ear-shaped grotto with an unusual echo), the Altar of Hieron Il, the Roman
Amphitheater, and the Cordmakers’ Cave. About 500m east of the archaeological park, you can visit
the archeological museum of Syracuse which contains one of Sicily's largest and most interesting
archaeological collections. Allow plenty of time to investigate the four sectors charting the area's
prehistory, as well as Syracuse's development from foundation to the late Roman period.
Lunch/Afternoon: yours to do as you please.

Enjoy a boat ride around the
island of Ortigia. A very relaxing moment to see the enchanting island from a different perspective on
